Hydrate Your 
Trees & Shrubs

WOW! I canÕt believe itÕs summer time already! It 
seems we went from a cool, wet spring to a hot, dry 
summer.  

As the mercury rises, not only do we increase our 
water consumption, but remember to hydrate your 
plants as well. Trees respond to drought stress in a 
couple of di!erent ways: dropping their leaves early or 
scorching around the edges. Both signs are common 
and treatable. Simply increase the water intake. A 
deep, thorough watering once a week should be suf-
Þcient to keep your trees and shrubs looking their best 
during dry spells. Also make sure they have adequate 
drainage. As the root systems take up the water, the 
tree will rebalance itself and produce new leaves.

Mulching around your trees and shrubs will also aid 
in keeping moisture in the ground.
